


This exhibition features the work of eight artists from Australia who were a
part of a recent art tour that | organised in October 2025 to New York. The
tour included three days in Long Island NY and then moved to Brooklyn and
Manhattan for a further four days. There were a range of outdoor painting and
drawing experiences as well as visits to art museums, art galleries and historic
artist studios. The time of year meant we were able to paint outdoors with an
exceptional light and to see the autumn fall in its full splendour.

The Long Island part of the tour was based in Montauk where there is no
shortage of coastal landscape to draw and paint. Locations such as Sag
Harbour along with wilderness areas of the inner island. Jackson Pollock and
Lee Krasner's historically significant studio are located in Springs Long Island
and were a highlight of the tour. Our group enjoyed a private tour of the studio
and original home in the morning and for the afternoon enjoyed plein air
painting in “Jackson and Lee’s backyard”.

In New York City we visited museums including the MOMA, the MET and the
Whitney museums. Outdoor painting and drawing were organised in Central
Park as well as on the High Line with the stunning urban landscape of New
York City as a backdrop.

The New York Tour forms part of a series of annual tours that | run to locations
within Australia such as Fowlers Gap in western NSW as well as international
locations including Fiji, Nepal, Hong Kong and Italy. Typically tours include a mix
of painting, drawing, printmaking and ceramics workshops together with art
museum and gallery tours and artist studio visits. A passion project, the tours
are small, bespoke and personal.

As with all my tours there is an exhibition component forming a part of the
artist's professional practice as well as a nice post tour meet up. Artists can
exhibit work created on the tour, or show works developed in the months post
tour. Along with helping to promote what | do to new audiences, there is also
an opportunity to sell work from the exhibition and help raise some funds for a
worthwhile charity, in this case the Doe Fund NY. | think there are some
stunning works over a range of styles and mediums that make this a unique
and beautiful exhibition.
